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Recently, I came across a
Listing Mark on an electri-
cal power cord, which in-

dicated that “only the Listed Power
Supply Cord” was covered. We
thought that marking requirements
no longer applied to power cords.
Can you please clarify?

The product you men-
tioned was probably an
older power supply cord.

At one time, UL did permit power
supply cords for connection to elec-
trical appliances to bear Listing
Marks indicating that such cords
were in compliance with UL Stan-
dards for Safety.  Although the prod-
uct identifier on the label indicated
that the product covered by the List-
ing Mark applied only to the power
supply cord, UL discontinued mark-
ing power supply cords because
consumers were under the mistaken
impression that the Mark applied to
the entire electrical appliance.

Presently, power supply cords for
connection to appliances are re-
quired to be bulk packed and only
the container is permitted to bear
the UL Listing Mark.  If an individual
power supply cord is provided as a
replacement, then the cord will bear
the Listing Mark, which must iden-
tify the product as a “Replacement
Power Supply Cord.”

Does UL require Listing
Marks on fire alarm panels
to be readily accessible for

viewing without having to dismantle
the equipment to locate them?

Section 49.1.1 of UL 864,
the Standard for Safety for
Control Units for Fire Sig-

naling Systems requires control

units to be plainly and permanently
marked. This marking must be vis-
ible after installation and include in-
formation such as the manufacturer’s
name or trademark, model number,
electrical rating, type of control unit,
reference to the applicable stan-
dard, type of signaling service and
the correct mounting position.

The UL Listing Mark for a fire
alarm panel system must be readily
accessible for viewing without hav-
ing to dismantle the “main unit” or
remove any components inside the
enclosure.  Most often, the UL List-
ing Mark for the system can be
found on the equipment label lo-
cated on the door of the enclosure.
Section 1-5.1.2 of the National Fire
Alarm Code (NFPA 72) requires that
equipment constructed and in-
stalled in accordance with NFPA 72
be listed for the purpose for which
it is used.

If you encounter a fire alarm con-
trol panel where the label cannot
be seen without dismantling the
unit, please contact your local UL
Regulatory Service Representative
and file a Field Report.

Is there a UL Standard
for Safety for emergency
generators?

UL published the first edi-
tion of UL 2200, Standard
for Safety for Stationary

Engine Generator Assemblies, in Sep-
tember 1998. These requirements
cover stationary engine generator as-
semblies rated 600 volts or less in-
tended for installation and use in or-
dinary or non-hazardous locations in
accordance with the National Electri-
cal Code (NEC); and the following
standards: NFPA 37, Installation and
Use of Stationary Combustion Engines
and Gas Turbines; NFPA 99, Health
Care Facilities; and NFPA 110, Emer-
gency and Standby Power Systems.

Listings for stationary engine gen-
erator assemblies (FTSR) covered
under UL 2200 can be accessed im-
mediately on the UL Online Certi-
fications Directory at www.ul.com.
In 2001, information about sta-
tionary engine generators will ap-
pear in both the UL Building Ma-
terials and Electrical Construction
Equipment Directories.

When approached to investigate flood-damaged electrical equipment to determine if equipment
continues to meet safety requirements, UL investigates.
